The culmination of nearly three decades of strategic 
evolution. Their highly skilled professionals collaborate to provide the tools 
necessary to help individuals and families break free of the shackles binding 
them to homelessness. With the help of professional staff, alliances with 
outside agencies over a thousand people are served through Hesed House’s 
shelter and three housing programs annually. At their Comprehensive 
Homeless Resource Center, people receive support related to housing, 
support systems, life skills, legal issues, physical/emotional abuse, 
mental/physical health, and much more.
